Third Cycle. Doctoral Courses


The third Cycle comprises two periods of study clearly differentiated, with a total of 32 credits. In the first, the students attend courses and seminars obtaining 20 credits. The second is dedicated exclusively to research through original research projects under the supervision of a teacher of the Faculty (tutor).


At the end of these two periods, the students may embark on a doctoral thesis, which may take three or four years. The thesis must be defended before a board comprising five teachers of the same area of knowledge, specialists in the field of the thesis. If the students pass they become Doctor in Science of Education.


However, the students may obtain intermediate qualification in the form of academic certificates, recognised in all Spanish universities, such as a teaching certificate on finishing the first cycle and of higher studies on finishing the second.


The degree of Doctor is the highest Spanish qualification and capacitates to practise his or her profession anywhere in the country and at any professional level, with no legal restriction.
