Guidelines for presentations

Oral presentations
· Invited talks are scheduled for 30 minutes: 25 min. for presentation and 5 min. for discussion. 
· Contributed oral talks are scheduled for 15 minutes: 12 min. for presentation and 3 min. for questions.

Visual equipment

· Both overhead and digital projector equipment will be available. On the basis of past (unhappy¡) experience, all the speakers are requested to hand over all the projection material (e.g. CD-Roms) to the Secretariat of the Colloquium the day before the presentation or, in the limit, before the beginning of the first session of the day of presentation, except those using only transparencies. 

· The Colloquium projection facilities can accept Power Point XP and 2000 (these being compatible in principle with previous versions). Speakers using other types of software are requested to bring their own computer being responsible for promptly connecting to the projector.

Poster presentations
· The size of the posters should not exceed 1 m (width) by 1,20 m (height). Material to fix the posters will be provided by the organization.
· The poster sessions are scheduled from 17:00 h to 19:00 h (except Wednesday, July 23rd, 2003 11:00 h to 13:00). The presenting authors should be present at the poster during the whole session. However, since there is only one poster session each day, authors are encouraged to post their posters early in the morning (the CSIC opens at 8:00 a.m.) and not to remove them until the end of the session. That way, the posters are available to other participants during the day and they can be visited and discussed during the Coffee Break.
