Contemporary History at Sorbonne Université, Paris. During his career, he has been
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several European and Latin American universities. In 2016, he was visiting scholar at
the Instituto de Investigaciones Historicas of Universidad Nacional Auténoma de
México (UNAM) and at the Facultad de Humanidades of Universidad de Panama. He is
now a permanent researcher of the Center for Interdisciplinary Researches on the
Contemporary Iberical Worlds (CRIMIC, Sorbonne). His research focuses on political
and cultural history of the Spanish speaking countries, and approaches Spanish-
American relations after the collapse of the colonial empire in 1898. His works address
subjects like Spanish Americanism current, politics of memory as the October 12
commemoration, academic Hispanism, etc. He has published numerous papers on the
(trans)national narratives around the Hispanic world, as well as the essay Raza hispana.
Hispanoamericanismo e imaginario nacional en la Espafia de la Restauracion (Madrid,
CEPC, 2010). Adopting an approach from global history, his research is now centred on
