Diogo Sardinha

Diogo Sardinha (Lisbon, Portugal, 1971) studied philosophy at the University of Lisbon (B.A.
1997) and at the University of Paris-Nanterre (adviser Etienne Balibar, M.A. 1999, Ph.D 2005),
before obtaining his French “Habilitation” in philosophy at the University of Paris 8 Vincennes-
Saint-Denis (2016). He was a visiting scholar at the philosophy department of Catholic
University of Sao Paulo (2006), French-German Marc Bloch Research Center for Social
Sciences, Berlin (2007), philosophy department of Freie Universitat Berlin (2007-2008), and
Institute for Comparative Literature and Society-ICLS of Columbia University, New York
(2013).1In 2010 he became fellow of the College International de Philosophie in Paris for six
years, coordinating its Violence and Politics research program. From 2013 to 2016 he was the
Chair of the College International de Philosophie and the first non-French person to hold this
office since the College was established in 1983 by a group of philosophers led by Jacques
Derrida.

In his first book, Order and Time in Foucault’s Philosophy (in French, 2011; translated into
Spanish, 2014), he argues - against academics for whom Foucault’s work is marked only by
ruptures and discontinuities - that his work is structured by a certain kind of systematic
thinking. This systematicity can only be understood through references to classical
philosophical tradition. Foucault does not repeat old metaphysical systems. However, he
actualizes the concern for a coherent conception of experience. In his second book,
Emancipation from Kant to Deleuze (in French, 2013), he shows how Kant and Deleuze are
situated at extreme opposites from one another. In the history of emancipation over the past
two centuries the former launched an appeal to become adult while the latter argued the case
for a becoming-child. Sardinha critically reconstructs for the first time the history leading
from the one to the other, and connect it to other authors in philosophy and literature-
Baudelaire, Nietzsche, Benjamin, Heidegger, Artaud, Sartre, Bataille and Foucault.

A committed citizen, he edited one book on Europe with Bertrand Ogilvie and Frieder Otto
Wolf (Paris, 2010). He also edited journal issues on Foucault and biopolitics (Paris, 2005),
Kant, Foucault and philosophical anthropology (Paris, 2012), and Etienne Balibar’s
contribution to anthropological and political philosophy (Paris, 2014). He has been teaching in
different universities since 2006. His main research interests include 20th century French
philosophy, and German philosophy after Kant, focused on anthropology, history, politics, and
gender. He is currently working on two books, the first one entitled Anthropology Without
Metaphysics. An Essay on Kant, and the second one entitled Insurrectionary Foucault.
