ACCESS
You will be able to access these studies directly if you are in any of the following situations:
Graduates from educational systems outside the European Higher Education Area (EHEA) with studies completed that accredit a level of training equivalent to the corresponding official Spanish university degrees and that give access to postgraduate studies in the country issuing the degree. UCM will verify the documentation submitted, which must be translated into Spanish by a sworn translator.
If you are in possession of a Bachelor's, Engineer's, Architect's or Bachelor's degree obtained at a Spanish university.
If you have obtained the homologation or declaration of equivalence from the Spanish Ministry with competences in Education for studies carried out in universities or higher education centers abroad.
If you are in possession of a university degree from the University Higher Education Area (EHEA) that entitles you to access postgraduate studies in the state where the degree was issued (the documentation certifying the degree must be translated into Spanish by a sworn translator).
If authorization has been obtained from the Rector of this University to pursue official Master's or Doctoral studies.
Students who have passed 180 credits of the same official degree in Spain, and can prove that they are enrolled in all the remaining subjects required to obtain the official degree. They will not be entitled to the issuance of the corresponding continuing education degree until they can prove that they have obtained the previous official degree.
Those who accredit a notable professional experience in the field of activities of the course, as long as they meet the general requirements for access to the Spanish university (Selectividad, PAU, EVAU) or have a Higher Level Vocational Training degree (formerly FP II Specialist Technician).

Fill in the personal data. You will probably have to click on “Si ud. no dispone de un usuario y una clave, por favor, acceda al formulario de registro” (‘If you do not have a username and password, please access the registration form’).
 The application will require you to provide the necessary documentation depending on your mode of access.    
If you have studied in Spain or in a country of the European Higher Education Area: 
Copy of valid DNI, NIE or passport.
Curriculum vitae.
Copy of the academic degree required for access to the studies you are applying for, translated if necessary. 
Copy of your personal academic certification showing all the subjects taken with the grades obtained.
If you have studied in a country outside the European Higher Education Area* (if these have not been previously homologated or declared equivalent and you do not have the authorization of the Rector to take an official master's degree or PhD program at UCM):
Copy of valid DNI, NIE or passport.
Curriculum vitae.
Copy of the academic degree required for access to the studies you are applying for, translated if necessary. 
Copy of your personal academic certification showing all the subjects taken with the grades obtained.
* The academic degree must be presented legalized through diplomatic channels and, in addition, in all those cases in which they have not been issued in Spanish, all the documents must be translated into Spanish by :
- a sworn translator.
- by any diplomatic or consular representation of Spain abroad, as well as by the diplomatic or consular representation in Spain of the country where the degree was obtained.

With this documentation, admission to the studies requested by the student will be processed, although the originals or certified copies must be submitted to the corresponding Student Secretary's Office within 30 calendar days following the end of the registration period (see deadlines in Registration). 
For the purpose of verifying the access of the degree to official postgraduate studies, the Section may request a letter, issued by the competent body, certifying that the studies completed allow access to official postgraduate studies in the issuing country (normally the University of origin is the one that issues this certificate, which must clearly indicate that your studies allow access to master studies in the country where you have completed your studies) (UCM model). The University may use the UCM model or issue its own certificate, as long as it contains the same information. An official sworn TRANSLATION into Spanish must be submitted when the document is issued in a language other than Spanish.
Once all the requested information has been filled in, a payment of 40 euros corresponding to the pre-registration fee must be made. Payment can be made by credit or debit card.
Once the pre-registration has been completed, the student can download and print the pre-registration receipt.
