Language description: ideational systems
Module description: As in the rest of the course, SFL is presented as a resource for engaging with language and other semiotic systems in their contexts of culture. This module focusses on the conception of language as a meaning potential. Students will learn to describe the linguistic systems making up the language potential, using English as the starting point but applying it to other languages as well. To do that, it will be important to differentiate between theory and description, the former at the service of the latter, while text-based descriptions of different languages help to shape the theory. The model will be very practical, integrating the resources provided by Systemic Functional Theory into the description of different areas of the lexicogrammar of the languages spoken by the students. These will thus be expected, at the end of the course, to be able to apply SFL theory to the description of one or more languages.
