Course Title: Systemic Functional Linguistics and Language Education

Course Description: This course provides an in-depth exploration of the application of Systemic Functional Linguistics (SFL) in language education. The course will examine case studies from various contexts around the world, including disadvantaged schools in Sydney, science education in Hong Kong, secondary second language writing in mainland China, foreign language education at Georgetown University, EAP/ESP writing studies in the Middle East, L1 Spanish academic writing in Mexico, and EAP writing in other Asian contexts.
