Professor Kenny is co-editor of the journal Translation Spaces and an Honorary Fellow of the Chartered Institute of Linguists.

ABSTRACT
In this seminar I provide an accessible overview of state-of-the art of machine translation. I focus on concepts that help open up the world of machine learning to students of translation and ask how translators might best harness the power of neural machine translation (NMT) while mitigating the risks involved. On our journey we will ask basic questions such as: How do NMT systems represent language? How do they deal with meaning? What are the basic components of an NMT system? What are NMT systems good at? What are their shortcomings? And how can we use NMT to our advantage? The seminar will draw on materials created for the MultiTraiNMT project and especially the book Machine Translation for Everyone, which attendees are invited to download for free.
