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Resumen

Este trabajo investiga como los objetos residuales y marginales que se en-
cuentran en el espacio publico, construyen el paisaje urbano y el espacio
simbdlico. A través de la figura del flaneur, se propone que estos objetos
aparentemente invisibles para el habitante, participan activamente y son
parte esencial para la construccion del imaginario individual y colectivo del
entorno, y del mismo dia a dia de los ciudadanos. Los objetos nos impreg-
nan de informacion, son indicadores que hablan del espacio en el que se
encuentran, de la misma manera que los restos arqueoldgicos nos hablan
del pasado, estos objetos nos hablan del aqui y el ahora. Se trata de una
arqueologia o busqueda contemporanea (que observa el concepto de ob-
jetos sobrantes o secundarios, reimaginandolos como objetos validos y
primarios) para poder desarrollar una relacion coherente con el entorno..
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Abstract

This work investigates how waste and marginal objects found in the public
space configures the urban landscape and symbolic space. While studying
the figure of the flaneur, the proposal is to focus on those seemingly invisi-
ble objects for the passerby, to study how they actively participate and be-
come an essential part for the construction of the individual and collective
imaginary of the environment, and of the citizens' day-to-day life. Objects
impregnate us with information, they are indicators that speak of the space
in which they are found. In the same way that archaeological remains speak
of the past, these objects speak of the here and now. It is a contemporary
archeology or search (which observes the concept of surplus or secondary
objects, reimagining them as valid and primary objects) in order to develop
a coherent relationship with the environment.
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
