A través de la fotografia documental, el presente estudio centra su aten-
cion en la investigacién social y estética de los sinhogarismos, enten-
diendo dicho concepto como el fendmeno social que sufren las personas
desfavorecidas, cuya situacién de pobreza econ6mica extrema les lleva a
vivir en la calle e ignoradas en el proceso de desarrollo urbano de las
grandes ciudades; El estudio propone desde la creacion artistica personal
una investigacion de los lugares habitados por las personas sin techo por
medio de fotografias de las casas de las personas sin casa u hogares, de
las personas sin techo. Cada persona sin hogar ha actuado como si de un
arquitecto de su propia casa (de cartén), la que estructura cada dia convir-
tiéndola en su hogar y a la que no llamamos casa.
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Abstract

Through documentary photography, this study focuses its attention on the
social and aesthetic investigation of homelessness, understanding this con-
cept as the social phenomenon suffered by disadvantaged people whose
situation of extreme economic poverty leads them to live on the street and
ignored in the process of urban development of large cities; The study pro-
poses from the personal artistic creation an investigation of the places in-
habited by homeless people through photographs of the houses of homeless
people or homes of homeless people. Each homeless person has acted as if
they were the architect of their own (cardboard) house, which he or she
structures every day, turning it into his or her home and which we do not
call home.
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
