El pensamiento que se ha generado en Espafia sobre el avance y el crecer
hacia el futuro deja a un lado la vida rural, esta se ve como algo arcaico,
una zona de vacaciones o de desconexion que nos aleja de la realidad de
residir en un pueblo.

Anteriormente mi trabajo se centraba en grandes areas metropolitanas, en
problemas como la gentrificacion y qué suponia esto para la identidad in-
dividual y colectiva del ser humano en relacion al entorno que habita. Con
este proyecto vuelvo a mis raices tocando una problematica que yo siendo
de este municipio afectado por la despoblaciéon, no me lo habia planteado
como tal, igual que la mayoria de personas que ve el mundo rural como
algo del pasado, sin futuro ni presente.
